“Our military service members sacrifice so much for  our country,” said Linda Spurlin-Dominik, Co-Found er/CEO of 
Guardian Angels for Soldier’s Pet.  “Through our pr ograms, it is our hope that we can help cut down on  the anxiety and 
uncertainty of deployment and, at the same time, sa y ‘thank you’ for their service and sacrifice.” 
 
“Though the majority of those deploying will have f amily members or friends to care for these beloved pets GASP will be 
there to assist those who don’t,” said Sally White,  National President.  “We believe having their pet there when they 
return from overseas is an important part of reinte gration and healing.” 
 
A Soldier’s Story 
 
Major Randall G. Baucom knows the value of the orga nization firsthand.  “When I was facing deployment to Iraq in 2006, 
I was going through a very difficult time in my lif e,” said Major Baucom.  “Iraq was only the beginnin g of it.” 
 
In addition to his impending deployment, Major Bauc om was dealing with a divorce and coping with the d eath of his 
mother.  He was alone and did not know anyone who c ould properly care for his two dogs, Buster and Lit tle Girl.  Then 
he heard about GASP.  He quickly moved to place his  dogs with a Guardian Angels foster family. 
 
During Major Baucom’s 15 months in Iraq, a team of foster families cared for Buster and Little Girl.  When he returned to 
the U.S. in January 2008, his dogs were waiting for  him, safe and sound. 
 
“It was really a special reunion,” said Major Bauco m.  “After so many changes in my life, my dogs were  there to give me 
a kind of steady support that I couldn’t find anywh ere else.”

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Stuffed animals that are bought for your children –  things like teddy bears, stuffed dogs, rabbits or whatever – are just 
that… for your children NOT your dogs!  They are ge nerally safe for children to play with because most  children will not 
tear them apart and eat the stuffing that is inside .  However, we all know (maybe a little too well) t hat dogs love tearing 
stuffed animals apart.  And once apart, they will o ften times try to consume the contents.  This is wh ere the problem lies.  
The stuffing inside toy animals is treated with a f ire retardant that is designed to turn into a gel, which is highly toxic, 
and stop a fire from being able to start with the s tuffing.  The dogs that consume it will turn the st uffing to gel in their 
intestines.  Once the chemical reaction starts, it begins to kill off the tissue lining the intestines .   
 

There is no ‘fix’ for a dog that has this happen.  So the best prevention is to not allow your dog to chew on or otherwise 
engage in play with a child’s toy animal. Period. 
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As the weather starts getting nicer, as it has for the last week or so, many people are going to 
start working on their landscaping again this year.   A popular landscaping material is mulch.  
But there is a type of mulch out there that dog and  cat owners should avoid like the plague!  
Cocoa mulch.  This is sold in many common stores un der various brand names, but if mulch 
contains cocoa and you have pets at home… 
 

DO NOT BUY IT!   
 

Cocoa mulch contains toxic “Theobromine” which is f ound in all chocolates.  Cocoa bean shells 
contain potentially toxic quantities of theobromine , a xanthine compound.  A dog that ingests a 
lethal quantity of garden mulch made from cocoa bea n shells can die in less than an hour.  
Many of these products that are sold do NOT contain  any kind of warning that the product is not 
safe for use around pets, so you need to be aware o f what you are buying and putting out where 
your pets could eat it. 
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In times past, we have mentioned in our newsletter about stolen animals.  Not only dogs, but cats, rab bits and various 
other domesticated animals have fallen victim to th ose with no morals.  As the weather gets warmer and  the sun shines 
brightly outside, many of us may be tempted to leav e a door open or allow unsupervised access to front  yards or other 
areas where the unscrupulous might be waiting.  Ple ase make sure to supervise your furry ones when the y are outside 
so that we won’t have to hear your pleas to get you r stolen dog (or cat, etc.) returned. 
 
Here are some things you can do to help keep your p ets safe: 
 

�  Microchip your pets 
�  Train your dog to take treats only from you.  If yo ur best friend comes over with a treat for Fluffy, YOU should 

give the treat, not your friend. 
�  Do NOT leave your dog unattended in a fenced yard, no matter how secure, no matter how short a time.  Escort 

your dog out to do his business and bring him back in.  Or sit with him/her, enjoying the wonderful we ather.  
Besides stealing a dog, people can and do throw poi soned meat over fences, lure any size (even 100 pou nd 
German Shepherd Dogs) dogs away with raw meat, teas e them, torment them, shoot them with BB guns and 
more.  When you have to leave the house, bring the dog in. 

�  If your dog acts nervous around someone, there is a  reason for it!  Do not chastise the dog for this b ehavior.  
Trust his/her instincts. 

�  Lock you doors!  Someone could open the door, snatc h the dog and be gone before you realize what happe ned. 
�  Handicapped (hearing, sight or mobility impaired) d ogs should NEVER go out into a yard alone.  Dogs ne ed their 

humans more than they need blue sky and green grass  – let them look out the window if they absolutely must 
see what is going on in the neighborhood. 

�  If your dog needs exercise and/or socialization, do  it yourself instead of hiring a dog walker, etc.  Use the time as 
a bonding experience or special treat for the dog.  They’ll thank you for it more than if you turn the m over to a 
stranger. 

�  Most importantly, teach your dog to come on command !   
 
Even the most unfriendly of dogs, the least trustin g of dogs can still be bested by a vile human inten t on taking 
advantage or it, hurting it, selling it into medica l research or worse.  Don’t let this happen to your  pals… just follow these 
simple, common sense tips and you and your pal will  enjoy many summers to come. 
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Question:  I was told that we should not feed our d og human food because it will teach our dog to beg for food.  Is that true, 
and should never feed our dog human food? 
 

The Trainer Answers:  Whether or not your dog shoul d eat “human food” really depends on which human fo od it is.  Unhealthy, 
processed foods are definitely best avoided.  We sh ould avoid them too!  Using healthy, natural, whole  food, such as 
unprocessed meats, cheese, fruits or veggies can ma ke better treats for your dog than some of the dog treats you find in 
stores.  Just because treats are made and marketed for dogs, it does not mean they are healthy, approp riate treats for your 
dog.  Treats that contain such ingredients as meat by-products, sugar, salt, artificial colorings and flavors are best avoided.  
“Human food” such as chicken from the deli or baby carrots would be a better choice.  There are plenty  of very good, healthy 
choices in dog treats, but you don’t need to rule o ut other choices simply because they are considered  “human food”.  If you 
are unsure of what is a healthy choice for your dog , do some research and consider talking to your vet  or someone well-versed 
in canine nutrition. 
 
The true answer to your question has very little, i f anything, to do with human food vs. dog food.  It  has to do with the situation 
in which you are feeding your dog.  If you are givi ng your dog any kind of food – human or dog – what really matters is what 
the dog did right before you gave him the food.  If  he was barking at you, pawing at you, or otherwise  actively seeking your 
attention, then you are rewarding him for ‘begging’  and it doesn’t matter what food you are using. 
 
The question as to whether feeding a dog human food  causes begging depends upon how and when you are f eeding your dog.  
What causes begging behavior is more dependent upon  the method, not the actual food you are feeding.  For example, you are 
sitting at the dining room table eating dinner with  your family.  Your dog approaches, and barks or pa ws at you.  You take a 
piece of food off your plate and give it to him.  I n this scenario, you are rewarding your dog for beg ging or attention-seeking 
behavior while you are at the table eating your mea l. 
 
Now, let’s take the exact same scenario, but this t ime, instead of taking food from your plate, you gi ve your dog a dog treat that 
you have sitting in a jar on the table next to you.   In this scenario, you are also teaching your dog to beg at the table.  It has less 
to do with what you are giving him as the situation  in which you are giving it. 
 
Take the same two food options – human food and dog  treats – and put them in a different context.  I a sk my dog to go lie down 
on his bed, and give him a reward for doing so.  It  does not matter which type of food I am giving him , what matters is what he 
is doing at the time I am giving the food.  In this  case, I am rewarding him for lying down on his bed .  Even if I am rewarding 
him with “human food” it will not cause begging beh avior because I am reinforcing a different behavior  – one that I like and 
want to encourage! 
 
However, the dog’s behavior will be affected by how  much the dog likes what he’s getting – so if you h ave some really tasty, 
smelly food, then your dog will be far more likely to beg to get more of it than some boring mediocre food that isn’t nearly as 
exciting.  Whether it is tasty human food or tasty dog treats does not matter, but the value to the do g will matter. 
 
I encourage you to use healthy treat choices, wheth er they are marketed as dog treats or human food.  Just be sure to only 
give them to your dog when he is performing a behav ior you like and want to encourage!

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Dogs NEED – Not Just WANT – Water When Out and Abou t 
Tools For In The Car And While Walking 

 
It’s Hot! – But Even When It’s Not… 

Dogs need access to water 
 

Frequently I meet people walking or running their d ogs who have no water with them.  Often these dogs are suffering 
and the owners seem oblivious.  I offer them my Dob erman’s water and usually they say, “No thinks… I h ave some at the 
car” or “No, we’ll be home soon.” 
 

It’s HOT!  If your dog is out and about… consider w hether or not he needs you to carry water for him.  If the weather 
and/or his activity level is such that he NEEDS wat er – its imperative you carry some with you, not ju st keep it back at the 
car.  He must drink when he needs it.  (It’s a NEED , not a WANT.)  That hanging, panting, desperate to ngue tells all… He 
NEEDS water. 
 

� �

It’s very uncomfortable to be thirsty… and in the s ummer, for our dogs, it can even be dangerous.  
In summer – and in winter – I keep a gallon jug of water in the car (kept cool with an ice pack when 
necessary), and in the back seat with Jetta, 365 da ys a year, I have an anti-spill bowl designed for 
car travel, called the “Water Hole.”  Jetta drinks through the donut-shaped lid.  Around the inside 
of that hole is a large ‘lip,’ so water can not spl ash out while I drive.  If she steps on it, tipping  it 
over, the water stays inside that lip and does not spill out.  These bowls cost less than $10 in pet 
stores. 
  

 

When away from the car, I carry an ingenious water bottle called the 
Water Rover™.  ( http://www.waterrover.com  or 866-229-3447) 
 

It has an attached bowl, and you never have to unsc rew the top 
(even when filling it), or flip open the bowl or ev en squeeze the 
bottle.  You just lift the stopper tab, hold the bo ttle horizontally (or 
lay it on the ground) and the water flows into the bowl.  When the 
dog is done drinking, tilt the bottle up again and the water flows 
back inside.  There’s no waste!  And it’s reasonabl y priced:  

�  Regular – Small bowl/15 oz bottle $11.49 �
�  Bigger – Small bowl/26 oz bottle $14.99 �
�  Even Bigger – Large bowl/26 oz bottle $19.99 �
�  Water Rover for horses (or really big dogs) – Large  bowl/55 

oz bottle $24.99 �
 

The small bowl is about 4” in diameter and the larg e bowl is about 5¼”.  I have the “Bigger” model for  my Doberman, 
Jetta, and the “small” bowl is plenty big enough.  It comes in six colors.  The Water Rover is easy to  carry by holding 
onto the bowl or clipping it onto your belt or pant s.�
 

I have tried all kinds of water bowls and bottles f or Jetta.  I got one last year whose attached bowl kept FALLING DOWN.  
Such a nuisance!  Sports bottles are even worse.  J etta licks and licks the small stream of water (the re’s TONS of waste) 
until the pop-out part closes, so I have to keep re -opening it for her.  Plus sports bottles have no w ay to attach to 
clothing and no strap with which to carry them. 
 

Dogs need water when they are hot and thirsty!  So when they are running – especially when it’s warm –  and often even 
when they are just walking – especially when it’s w arm – it’s an absolute MUST to carry their water al ong.  Please 
remember:  Dog’s temperatures run hotter than that of humans AND they can’t cool off by sweating like we do. 
 

**********  If you’re hot, they’re hotter.  ******* *** 
 

It’s very uncomfortable to be hot and thirsty and d ogs shouldn’t have to wait for water ‘til they get back to the car or 
house.  And if dogs get hot enough, waiting to get back to the car or house, they can suffer heat stro ke and die just like 
we can. 
 

The Water Rover and the Water Hole make it EASY to exercise and socialize your dog and also meet his n eeds. 
��
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I wanted to share with you an idea I had for one of  the newsletters.  I met a woman who does 
great wood work and exhibits around here in Idaho a t a lot of the dog events.  She also 
works with the rescue group here that helped us wit h Lexy – Northwest Animal 
Companions.  Anyway, she makes great ornaments (pic tured at right) and these fun puzzles 
of dogs.  She has a Dalmatian ornament she is worki ng on now.  I was thinking others who 
have adopted might also like these since it is hard er to find Dalmatian items these days.  
Her name is Sharon Whaley and here is her website s o that you can see her work.  

Her p rices 
are also incredibly reasonable – the Dalmatian orna ment is only $3.50.  Anyway, thought I 
would share this – she is a very nice person and al so committed to dog rescue.
