
Things to include in your pet’s emergency kit:  
�  First Aid Supplies – bandages, flexible wrap, antibiotic 

ointment, antiseptic spray, sterile gloves, scissors, etc. 
�  Required medications for your pets. 
�  Food and water for several days – make sure to rotate 

the food at least every month or two.  And don’t forget 
the food and water bowls. 

�  Snacks and treats. 
�  An extra collar or harness and leash. 
�  Dog bed or blanket and toys. 
�  Poop bags – it’s just the right thing to do! 
�  Ensure you have up to date photos of your pets to help 

aid in positive identification in case you get separated. 
�  Sweaters, coats, booties, possibly a life jacket in the 

event of a flood. 
�  A tag with emergency out of area contact information on 

a quick clip to attach to your pet’s collar. 
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Disaster preparedness is your responsibility to you r family.  Have you made sure to 
include your pets in your planning?  Many people ha ve an emergency plan in case of a 
natural disaster, but I bet many of them have forgo tten about their four-legged family 
members.  Some people are under the mistaken impres sion that a pet’s instinct for survival 
will kick in and allow them to survive a wicked sto rm or other disaster.  The fallacy of such 
thinking is this, if it isn’t safe for you to remai n home, it certainly isn’t safe for your pet. 
 

Plan ahead for the various types of disasters that you might encounter in your area.  
Regardless if it is a hurricane, tornado, earthquak e, flood or severe storm, blizzard or 
wildfire, you must plan ahead how you are going to react.  Do you need to hunker down 
because the hurricane just came out of nowhere and there’s no time to seek safety 
elsewhere or do you have time to get out of the are a?  If you don’t know what possible  

 

disasters you might face, because you just moved or  simply haven’t experienced any you can check with your local 
emergency management agency for that information.  In addition to ‘acts of nature’, you should also co nsider things like 
familial emergencies that require you to go out of town at little notice to care for an ill family mem ber, house fires and 
gas leaks. 
 

Once you know what kinds of things to plan for, the  next thing is to determine what you need to do bef ore, during and 
after the disaster to ensure your family’s safety. 
 

FEMA’s website says that you should NEVER lease you r pets behind in an emergency (unless your own life  is in danger).  
Remember you can’t just turn them loose in the stre et… we have domesticated them for generations upon generations; 
we have trained them to ignore and overcome their n atural instincts.  So the main thing to remember, i f you feel the need 
to leave, take your pets with you!  In a disaster, many of the temporary shelters set up for people wi ll not accept pets.  So 
you must plan ahead what you will do with them.  Es sential should be a list of options in your area, u sually within a 100 
mile radius or more.  Some resources that could hel p out here are family members or friends who live n earby yet out of 
the danger area, veterinary clinics, pet boarding f acilities, pet-friendly hotels and animal shelters (although I would use 
them as a last resort).  If you plan to use a board ing facility, make sure you know their rules and re gulations ahead of 
time.  Many of them require copies of veterinary re cords or proof of vaccinations before they will acc ept your pet.  You 
should also have a kennel for each pet.   
 

Regardless of where your pet ends up, you need to e nsure that they have ID tags on!  It is also a good  idea to have a 
separate contact number, just for the disaster, who  lives outside your area as area phones can and oft en do get knocked 
out for days, if not weeks.  Another method is to e nsure that your pet is microchipped.  According to estimates by the 
American Humane Society only about 17% of all lost dogs and only 2% of all lost cats ever make it back  home.  ID tags 
and microchips are invaluable tools to help insure your pet can be reunited with you after the disaste r.  And don’t forget 
to make sure that you keep your information up to d ate.  That 
means, when you move, change phone numbers, emails,  etc., 
you need to let Dalmatian Rescue of Colorado know s o that 
we can update your information, too! 
 

You have the emergency evacuation kit for your fami ly (I 
hope).  But what to have in your pet’s emergency ki t?  Take a 
look at the checklist on the right to see what all you should 
have in your pet’s emergency evacuation kit. 
 

While preparing things, make sure that you have mar ked your 
house with emergency “Save Our Pets” signs on every  door 
and at least one window on each side of the house.  
Emergency workers don’t know you have pets and you might 
not be home or be able to tell them. 
 

Don’t wait until a disaster strikes to figure thing s out.  You 
may literally only have a couple seconds to ensure your 
safety and that of your pets. 
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This is from a Dobe list, with permission to crossp ost. Apparently there can be a serious interaction between high-dose 
ivermectin (NOT what's given for heartworm preventi on) and Comfortis. If you are giving ivermectin for  demodex, then it 
might be good to avoid Comfortis. Or at the very le ast, talk to your vet about it.

***************************************** 
I just want to let you know that there can be a dru g interaction between ivermectin and Comfortis.  My  dobie mix, Cindy, 
was on ivermectin for her demodex.  I gave her a Co mfortis for fleas and she had a terrible reaction.  She was very 
wobbly, could hardly walk and lost her sight.  I as ked my vet if it could be a drug interaction becaus e I was afraid at first 
she had had a stroke.  It was a drug interaction an d THERE IS NO WARNING ON THE COMFORTIS INSERT!!!!  My vet 
called the company that makes it and they acknowled ged that they have known about this for at least si x months but 
there is no warning on the packaging.  So if any of  you have a dog that has to take ivermectin, DO NOT  GIVE 
COMFORTIS. You may have the same problem that I did .  Luckily Cindy is doing much better now and it's been a week, 
but her eyes are still very dilated.  She can see, but not as well as she could before and she's actin g very timid and afraid 
right now and that's not at all like her. 
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The goal of The Rabies Challenge Fund Charitable Tr ust is to extend the legally required interval for rabies boosters to 5 
and then 7 years, based on the findings of the rabi es challenge studies currently underway at the Univ ersity of 
Wisconsin School of Veterinary Medicine.  If the st udies’ results demonstrate that the rabies vaccine confers 5, and 
possibly 7, years of immunity, there would be a sig nificant impact on controlling rabies and reducing adverse reactions 
associated with the vaccine.  
 

Today I am writing to ask for your help.  The Rabie s Challenge Fund relies on donations to finance the  multi-year 
challenge studies that began in November 2007.  Due  to the economic downturn, the Fund has a $125,000 shortfall for 
the third year of the studies, scheduled for this f all.

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Question:  I recently adopted a (dog).  She is quit e vocal when I go to the barn to tend my horses at 0400 in the morning.  Separation 
anxiety?  I also have an abundance of wild rabbits – this gets barking and rooing from her.  Shushing her and telling her to be quiet 
have little effect.  How do I train her to be quiet er? 
 

The Trainer Answers:  Barking is a natural behavior  for dogs, so you should never expect to entirely e liminate barking.  However, 
there are times when it is more appropriate than ot hers, and there certainly can be a limit placed on barking when it does occur. 
 

First, you should consider why your dog is barking.   When you go to the barn, you question if the bark ing is a sign of separation 
anxiety.  Does you dog bark every time you leave th e house?  Does she express other signs of anxiety w hen you leave?  If so, then we 
need to address the anxiety since the barking is on ly a symptom of the anxiety. 
 

If she is barking only when you go to the barn, she  could be expressing frustration at not being able to do what she wants.  Surely, 
she is missing out on an exciting adventure!  If th is is the case, frustration intolerance and impulse  control exercises would be very 
beneficial.  An example of these exercises would in clude down-stays to earn meals, walks and other thi ngs that interest her.  She 
learns that sometimes she can earn the things she w ants by being patient and waiting rather than barki ng and demanding to join you 
or get something.  Barking is never successful in g etting what she wants, so we need to teach her what  will be successful.  However, 
she also needs to learn that sometimes she will not  get what she wants, and she will need to learn to deal with frustration and 
disappointment.  That’s life! 
 

In regard to the bunnies, is she frustrated about n ot being able to chase the bunnies?  Is she barking  out of the pure excitement and 
arousal in seeing the bunnies?  Probably both.  Bun nies are a huge distraction for most dogs.  You can  work toward training her to 
never bark at the bunnies, or you can limit the bar king.  Let’s say we decide she gets two seconds of barking and then she needs to 
stop. 
 

Begin your training far away from the bunnies.  Her  arousal level is most likely far too high around t he bunnies right now.  If her 
arousal level is too high, she very likely might no t even be able to hear you.  Ever tried to get some one’s attention while they’re 
watching an exciting play during the Super Bowl?  B egin your work in the house with no distractions.  Very gradually work up in your 
degree of distractions.  Most people try to move to o quickly which leads to failure – that’s failure o n our part.  We’ve asked too much 
of our dog too soon. 
 

The key to the bunny issue is teaching your dog to turn her focus away from whatever she is focused on , and give her a different job 
to do – such as focus on you.  I break this into a couple of steps.  First, I work on a “watch me” or “look” cue to teach the dog to focus 
on me.  If I want her to take focus away from somet hing else, I will need to give her something new to  focus on.  Once I have the dog’s 
focus on me, then I can give her a different job to  do, such as walk away or lie down.  The key is to keep her focused on something 
other than the bunnies. 
 

Secondly, when she does bark, give her your time li mit and then say, “Enough” or some other cue.  Have  something REALLY tasty 
used only for this exercise, such as chicken or roa st beef.  Place it right up to her nose as you say your cue, and feed as soon as she 
stops barking.  Work toward combining this with you r focus exercise, so once she stops barking, you im mediately give her something 
else to focus on and do to take her mind off the bu nnies.

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With Labor Day weekend travels coming up we thought  it was a good time to remind everyone about vacati on 
safety for your pets.  What self respecting dog wou ldn’t want to go on vacation with you?  I mean, the re’s a 
great big world to sniff and explore out there!  An d she will get to spend even more time with you and  not in a 
boarding kennel.  But wait a minute.  Before you to ss your bags in the car and whistle for her to jump  in, there 
are some things you need to do first to ensure a ha ppy excursion for everyone. 
 

Is she a natural traveler?  Some dogs get very nerv ous or anxious on trips to strange new lands and wh en 
meeting new people.  If you are planning to fly, ha s she ever been on a plane before?  Plane travel ca n be especially 
stressful for dogs.  If she’s an outgoing girl and is used to being in a kennel, there shouldn’t be an y problems.  But, on 
the other hand, if she’s especially shy or withdraw n around strangers you should consider boarding her  with friends, 
family or a trusted boarding facility instead.   
 

If traveling by automobile, no matter how much she whines or begs – NEVER let 
her ride with her head out the window!  There’s a l ot of stuff flying around in the 
air and you’re moving really FAST on the highway.  The last thing you need is 
for a bug or stone to hit your dog in the eye or go  into her nostrils at that speed!!  
That’ll ruin the trip for both of you real quick. 
 

Some states and most foreign countries require that  you have proof of 
vaccinations and/or a health certificate for your f our-footed traveling 
companion.  So a pre-trip visit with your vet is in  order to make sure she’s 
healthy enough to go on the trip and to get the req uired paperwork.  Also, if she 
has continual health issues perhaps a copy of her v et file would be a good thing 
to get, just in case.  Don’t forget to ask your vet  if your destination might poses 
any special risks for your pooch.  Some areas have higher incidence of ticks 
and/or heartworm so she might need to be placed on preventatives before, during and after you return.  Also ask for a 
vet reference at your destination.  If your vet can ’t recommend anyone, be sure to check here 
(http://www.vettracker.com/intro/start.htm ) so you’ll at least know where one or two vet clin ics are just in case you need 
one. 
 

If you are planning an outing where there will be a  lot of new people or dogs you should make sure tha t she’s been 
properly socialized before hand.  Make sure she has  been exposed to all kinds of people.  Tall ones, s hort ones, skinny 
ones, heavy ones, ones in wheelchairs, old ones, yo ung ones… basically anyone you can think of. 
 

You would really hate to arrive at your destination , whether it’s a friend’s house or a hotel, only to  find out that she’s not 
welcome there!  So make certain, before you leave, that she’s going to be welcomed when you get there!  
 

And last, but certainly not least… once your bags a re packed, you need to pack 
hers!  What should you put in there?  Everything!  No, just kidding.  But there are 
some things that you should not forget.  Health cer tificate/vaccination records; 
name, address, phone of recommended vet; food and w ater bowls; dish soap to 
clean the bowls; blankets/bedding so your girl won’ t feel lost; some toys to keep 
her occupied on the way; medicines she’ll need; and  of course, since accidents 
do happen, you’ll want a first aid kit (see the lea d article info box for ideas of 
what to include in the first aid kit).  And of cour se, food, treats and WATER.  If 
you are going to be going on a long trip that makes  bringing enough food and 
water for the entire trip a burden, you’ll want to bring enough so that you can 
transition her to food and water available locally so she won’t get a tummy ache 
or worse.   Okay… ready?  Load up and have a nice, safe trip! 
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PLEASE – They need YOUR help!! Remember when your r escue Dalmatian came home with you, from the warmth  of a 
loving foster family? If we hadn’t had foster homes , you probably would not have gotten YOUR dog. PLEA SE think about 
fostering a dog for the Dalmatian Rescue where you obtained your Dal, or the one closet to where you n ow live, so they 
can save lives like they saved your dog’s life!! PL EASE give a warm home to a dog who can relax, show his true 
personality, enjoy a thick bed rather than a concre te floor in a shelter and get ready for a new home.  PLEASE help 
rescues and the dogs so that others might have a do g that is well socialized, trained and ready to lov e. PLEASE think 
about this… Dalmatians are everywhere and are liter ally dying to meet you or someone willing to give t hem a “spot” to 
LIVE until their forever home comes along. PLEASE b e a spot for rescue and for them? 
 

We thank you and you know any dog you help your loc al rescue save will be eternally grateful! PLEASE s ubmit a foster 
application if you can possibly help your local res cue and them! PLEASE take your cookie… good boy/gir l! 
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I recently had a friend in another breed rescue tel l me what she does for her dogs that fear storms or  fireworks.  She 
gives the dogs melatonin and with great success. Sh e uses the 3 mg melatonin from Wal-Mart and it is n ot expensive.  
Two days before the Fourth of July she gives every dog a pill morning and night.  Her neighbors always  set off lots of 
fireworks well into the night.  The dogs pretty muc h relax through the noise. During storm season she also gives the 
dogs with storm phobias a pill morning and night to  have it in their system.  Even if a storm pops up suddenly, she's had 
success giving a pill right away.  I'm going to giv e it a try myself since I have a rat terrier who is  terrified of storms! 
  

Need new dog bedding?  Check out this site for qual ity dog beds and great toys.  I've just purchased s everal Eco Naps 
which are made out of recycled pop bottles! So by u sing this product 21 or 27 (depending on the bed si ze) plastic bottles 
are kept out of the landfill.  The beds came highly  recommended to me by another dog owner who really valued the 
toughness of the bed, the green aspect, and the qua lity of the product.  What I purchased is a one pie ce bed pad (3" 
thick)  that doesn't need the cover removed to wash , which I am looking forward to because we live on a ranch where the 
dogs and their beds are quite often dirty!  The con venience of tossing the bed into the washer is wond erful.

We're not pr omoting the food mentioned in these videos, but we want people to 
understand that what they feed their dogs makes a B IG difference.  These videos help you understand th e dangers of 
feeding most of our modern pet foods. 
  

Grains are not only nearly impossible for a canine (or even feline) to digest but they also convert to  sugars and cancer 
thrives on sugars.  Our pets are dying of cancers a t much greater rates than ever before AND at much y ounger ages.  
CSU has a huge cancer center where dogs go in whole  and come out missing limbs.   
  

What we are feeding our pets could be causing what is killing them.  Please, please, please, know what  you are feeding 
your pet and feed the best that you can.  The video s will tell you how to understand what pet food com panies are doing 
and how the guaranteed analyses are not a guarantee  at all of quality nutrition. I watched these sever al times and I 
encourage you to as well. There are many quality pe t foods that are now subscribing to modern quality food production, 
and of course when you feed better you pay more. Bu t, isn't it worth it if the pet lives longer and yo u spend much less at 
the vet?  I fed a friend's dog one summer rice and vegetables and he lived well. He was a stone former  and this 
homemade diet solved his urinary problems and he wa s fit and trim.  Today we know much more how to pro duce a 
healthy homemade diet and it is still easy should y ou decide to do it. There is so much information on  the web and you 
can get all the help you'll need.

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I wanted to let you know of a service I am offering  that may be of interest to your organization at so me point.  
Recently I launched my own home-based dog boarding service, Home Away Denver.  Home Away (as in 
“home away from home”) is a small, specialized boar ding service guaranteeing lots of exercise, attenti on and 
care for a maximum of 4 boarding dogs (2 if larger breeds). 
 
I know that a number of ABRN groups occasionally ma ke use of boarding facilities on a short-term and 
emergency basis when foster homes aren’t available.   While I charge a competitive rate to regular clie nts, I am 
pleased to offer a significantly reduced fee to res cue groups boarding with me ($10/day – one third of  my 
usual fee).  I am most available to assist rescue g roups during off-season times when regular boarding  is 
slow: so typically not over the holidays, or during  school breaks. 
 
During my 10+ years of active involvement with resc ues I have fostered close to 100 dogs at my home, f or 
periods of time ranging from one day to as long as eight months.  I am a knowledgeable handler of dogs  of all 
sizes and breeds, certified in pet first aid, bonde d, insured, and a member of Pet Sitters Internation al.  My 
background includes service on the ABRN board, the board of Dalmatian Rescue of Colorado, five years a s 
the lead Saturday volunteer at the Denver Municipal  Animal Shelter, and several years as the ABRN liai son to 
DMAS. 
 
My home is uniquely suited to small-scale boarding:  it is large (2300 sq ft), segmented (boarding dogs  stay in 
my back 3 rooms, which have been specially adapted for boarding), all one level (great for disabled an d older 
dogs), and situated on a triple lot surrounded by a  6’ privacy fence. Out of respect for my very toler ant 
neighbors I cannot accept dogs with an inclination to bark a lot, or those with major behavioral issue s.  
However, I am happy to accept those who are older o r recuperating from injuries or surgeries, provided  their 
needs are not too vast. 
 
I invite you to check out my website and keep me in  mind for your future needs, including last-minute 
emergencies.  You are very welcome to make a prelim inary visit, of course. Also, please keep me in min d on 
those occasions when a friend might ask you if you know of a good private boarding option. Referrals t hat 
result in a new (full) paying client are acknowledg ed with one day of free boarding for your group.   Thanks so 
much for your consideration.
