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Yep, it’s getting close to that time of year when t he little hobgoblins and ghouls come out.  It’s 
also a time of year that poses problems and risks t o our beloved Dals.  But, there are some 
simple steps that you can take to make this bewitch ing season easier on your furry kids.   
 

Parties are going to happen, trick-or-treat is goin g to happen… there’s nothing you can do to 
stop that.  Thankfully, you can take some precautio ns to make this a happy time for even the 
most skittish of dogs.   
 

Halloween candy will be everywhere.  Evil exists in  many forms this time of year; the most 
prominent is likely to be chocolate.  Other evils c ould manifest in the form of raisins and 
Xylitol (an artificial sweetener commonly found in sugarless candies and chewing gum which 
is highly toxic to your dog) and of course some of the shiny bits and pieces of your little one’s 
costumes.  The best you can do to prevent the dogs from getting into the candy is to monitor 
your children when they break out the candy, making  sure that they keep it out of the reach of 
your dog.   

 

During parties, especially costume parties, make on e room or area off-limits to guests and designate i t as the quiet room 
for the dog to relax in.  It is best if you can hav e someone stay with the dog during the party rather  than leave the dog 
alone.  Also classical music has a soothing effect on dogs, so make sure to have the radio tuned in to  the local classical 
station and play it for your dog. 
 

For the night of Halloween when the youngsters are out ringing your doorbell every five minutes, havin g a quiet room for 
your dog is still a good idea if they are prone to being a door-darter or if they are going to be agit ated at the constant 
ringing of the doorbell.   
 

If you want to take your dog with you as you accomp any your kids on their rounds, please rethink this idea.  Your dog is 
likely to encounter some pretty unusual or scary si ghts on this walk.  Your dog may be taken out of hi s comfort zone and 
could potentially exhibit behaviors that he wouldn’ t normally show such as nipping or biting.  If frig htened enough he 
could pull away from your grip, especially if you’r e tending to a screaming or crying child, and run o ff into the night.   
 

And, finally, you should NEVER, NEVER, NEVER leave your dog outside, unattended, during the Halloween season.  But 
especially on Halloween night.  This is a night for  the older kids to get into mischief and you wouldn ’t want someone 
letting your dog out of the yard or even stealing h im.  There are plenty of stories of dogs that are s tolen on Halloween 
night and truly unspeakable things being done to th em.  Don’t risk your dog’s safety or life that your  neighborhood isn’t 
‘one of those neighborhoods’.

ED NOTE:  While we sympathize with Cleo’s mom and h ope for her safe return, this is a prime example wh y we 
recommend a restraint system of some type for all d ogs traveling in your vehicles.  Either a kennel or  seat belt restraint 
system of some type should be used to prevent the d og from being ejected or ‘escaping’ during a crash.   It is also 
another example of why we recommend TWO phone numbe rs on your dog’s ID tag.  If something happens to y our cell 
phone, there is still another number for someone to  be able to call!

Ask The Trainer 
“Chewing”����������������
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Question:  My dog has never really been much of a c hewer.  He has always ‘cuddled’ with out shoes – ho wever, he has recently 
developed a taste for shoes, especially our Crocs.  Any suggestions? 
 

The Trainer Answers:  Chewing is a natural behavior  for dogs, so it’s not unusual to encounter chewing  issues with our dogs.  Since 
chewing is a natural behavior, and something that m ost dogs need to do, make sure you do not stop at a sking yourself: “How do I 
teach my dog not to chew?”  The real question shoul d be: “How do I teach my dog to stop chewing on ina ppropriate items, such as 
my shoes?”  The best way to save your shoes, furnit ure, books or any other inappropriate items your do g seems to have a taste for, is 
to do the following: 
 

1. Provide your dog with several appropriate items to chew that he enjoys.  You can buy every toy at y our local pet supply store, 
but if your dog isn’t interested, it won’t help.  F ind toys, bones, and other appropriate items that y our dog actually likes.  If he 
doesn’t seem to like anything you bring home, then you might need to teach him to like certain objects .  For example, he 
might have no interest in the chew toy you just bro ught home.  However, if you soak it in chicken brot h first, he might find it 
much more interesting.  Or, he might not like the K ong toy you offered him – that is, until you put a little peanut butter in it!  
Be creative in making less exciting objects more de sirable.  Also look at what your dog prefers to che w.  In this case, chewing 
on Crocs might indicate a preference for plastic-ty pe materials.  Find toys with similar textures.  Al so, consider that your 
Crocs just look a bit too much like some of his own  toys! 

2. Put your shoes where he can’t reach them!  Your dog cannot destroy your shoes if they are closed in  the closet or another 
place your dog cannot access.  Do not give him oppo rtunities to chew on the objects you do not want de stroyed.  If you allow 
shoe-chewing to become a habit, you will have a mor e difficult time eliminating that behavior later.  Better to not let it become 
a habit in the first place. 

3. Set up training situations.  Have you shoes out,  but under your control.  If he pays any attention to the shoes, use the ‘leave it’ 
cue you taught him previously and redirect him to a n appropriate nearby item that he is allowed to che w. 

4. Practice often enough that he begins to ignore t he shoes and goes straight for his own chew toys, b ones or other allowed 
objects.  By doing so, you eventually will be able to leave your shoes out and not worry about them be ing destroyed.  Your 
dog should learn which items he can and cannot chew .  If you’ve done a good job of making the appropri ate items more 
desirable and the only objects available that he is  allowed to chew on, then you eventually should not  need to worry about the 
other items as they will fall out of favor with him  and become non issues. 

5. Although he can be taught the difference, it’s u sually best to never allow your dog to have an old pair of shoes or slippers to 
chew.  You might know that you no longer care about  that one particular pair that you were about to th row out anyway, but to 
your dog, all of your shoes pretty much small the s ame – like your feet.  Don’t confuse your dog by al lowing him to chew on 
one set of shoes and then scold him for chewing on a similar pair.  The key is to not give him the opp ortunity to chew on your 
shoes, and to make sure he has appropriate alternat ive – but ones that he actually likes.  For most do gs, it’s not that hard to 
do if you are careful about not giving him any chan ces to chew on the shoes.  If we help our dogs lear n to love the 
appropriate items we provide, they will eventually learn to ignore all the other items we’d prefer the y not chew.

It has 
an inner squeaker 
to entice your 
playful pooch to 
chase, jump and 
fetch.  It floats in

swimming pool use.  Get ready for the best game of fetch 
your dog has ever played.” 
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Dogs need to run. They need to run every day. One way to accomplish this is by turning them off-leash to play. It is often difficult to find fenced 
areas to turn dogs loose. If your kid can’t be trusted off-leash and must stay in a fenced area, think about using some of that plastic, temporary 
fencing often seen at construction sites. 
  

This plastic fencing can turn an ALMOST-fenced area into a FULLY-fenced area to let dogs run off-leash safely. Find a convenient location that 
is mostly fenced and cut the plastic fencing with scissors and use bungee cords to attach it to the posts at the opening in the fence. Voila! You 
now have a completely fenced-in area in which to turn your dog loose! 
  

This plastic fencing is lightweight, easy to handle, compact for traveling, strong and inexpensive. Available in hardware stores, it comes in rolls of 
4 feet x 100 feet, weighing about 15 pounds and costing only about $20. 
  

Caution: A dog could get under it if you didn't secure it well-enough. And it's low enough that some dogs could jump over it. (Or you could double 
it, setting one piece above another.) The holes in the fencing are large enough that some dogs could stick their heads through, and could 
perhaps, get scared if they tried to pull out and got "stuck." Know your dog and manage your dog so this doesn't happen. If he's the type to 
always be looking for ways out, it may not be right for him. 
  

But if he's focused on running and playing with the others and not even thinking about escaping - then it may be a perfect solution to turn an 
almost-fenced area into a FULLY-fenced area for him to run!

I'm Bandit III because I'm the third Dalmatian that  my master has rescued. In my 
fenced-in back yard there is a shiny marker sitting  among the pretty flowers with 
my picture on it. Well, sort of... it's a picture o f a Dalmatian and three paws. The 
writing which I don't fully understand says, "In Me mory of Our Faithful, Furry 
Friends and Companions". My master says it's there to remember me and the other 
two rescued Dalmatians. I consider myself fortunate  to see the memorial stone 
while I'm still alive. My master says' it's time to  get my paws a little wet in the field 
of journalism. Not knowing what that means, he says  it's time to tell my story to the 
readers of NewSpots!  I'm not real sure what that is, but I surely know my story. 
 

My master says I should tell you about the things I  enjoy about my life. That's easy! There are severa l: I love taking our 
45 minute walk each morning along a tree-filled pat h surrounded by water. At first I pulled too hard.. . so my master 
says... and I had to slow my pace and try not to be come too distracted by the squirrels and rabbits I see around me. 
 

Speaking of squirrels and rabbits, I enjoy chasing them in my back yard. They come to feed on the bird  seed and apples 
found there. The squirrels walk along the utility l ines overhead and jump branch to branch in the tree s. This excites me 
to now end as I'm often chasing them while standing  up on my back legs and barking. It's good exercise . They'd better 
wish I never catch them! There's also a neighborhoo d cat that I like to sit and watch... and wish! 
 

I have several toys in the house that I like to pla y with. There's the green ball I throw in the air a nd toss down the 
basement steps and then there's my stuffed doggy th at I carry around; along with a twisted rope that I  chew on or use to 
play tug-o-war with my master. I have two beds... n ow isn't that special! I have one for night and one  for day. At night I 
sleep in a large crate just at the foot of my maste r's bed.

Everybody enjoys my black and white outfit. Many st rangers comment when they walk by what a pretty dog  I am. I, of 
course, take in the compliments with pride. 
 

My life has changed drastically in the last three m onths. I certainly thank my master for that... but also I need to thank 
Dalmatian Rescue of Colorado for helping me find a new home. I wish all Dalmatians could be as fortuna te as I.
